SLIP and PPP are special communications protocols which allow you to connect transparently to the Internet. Most programs that work with Windows 3.1 and Windows 95 use either PPP or SLIP based connections. This includes programs like Trumpet Winsock, Eudora, Netscape, Microsoft Exchange, etc.





TERMINAL access means that you use text based applications on minkirri to access the Internet. This sort of access usually requires more computer knowledge to do anything useful.  On-line help is available.





If you are unsure of these terms just start off with TERMINAL access, and/or contact us -- we’ll work out what you need.
